TO THE READERS

Dear Friends,

On the occasion of the 75th anniversary of the Victory in the Great Patriotic War, the Archive
Service of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs prepared a historical documentary album about the
activities of Soviet diplomats during war years. The presented unique materials cover major
international events of the time and daily hard work of employees of the People’s Commissariat
for Foreign Affairs.

Decisive contribution of the Soviet Union to the destruction of Hitler’s military machine was
fundamental to the fate of the world.

Foreword

This album is dedicated to the 75th anniversary of the victory of the Soviet people in the Great
Patriotic War of 1941-1945. It is not a comprehensive history of the war but an attempt to
show the contribution made by diplomats to the victory, based on archival materials. We are
commemorating outstanding and rank and file diplomats, a whole generation of personnel of
the People’s Commissariat for Foreign Affairs who endured the trials and tribulations of the war.
We are celebrating the selflessness and dedication of those who worked every day to help bring
about peace and who cooperated with their colleagues from the Allied powers to coordinate
the post-war structure of the world. Their hard work brought decades of peace to Europe, led
to the development of a balanced legal framework of global security and ensured that the
United Nations has continued to play its leading role in the maintenance of international peace
to this day.

Since the politics of memory is becoming a reality of international relations, our top priority is to
cut short any attempt to revise the history of World War Il and to preserve the historical truth about
the Soviet Union’s real place and role in the fight against the hate-based Nazi ideology and in the
creation of the modern world order. It is with this goal in mind that we produced this album about
the Soviet diplomats’ involvement in the most important international political events during
World War II.

The album covers a period from 22 June 1941 to 7 November 1945. All the documents and
illustrations were retrieved from the Foreign Policy Archives of the Russian Federation, where
the bulk of the materials have been opened to researchers and published. Each document is
complemented with information about the language of the original and the presence of hand-
written comments or instructions on it.

Multipage documents are represented in an abridged form, in most cases as the first and last
pages. The documents are in Russian and other languages.

The album includes a list of abbreviations, a names index and short biographies of the Soviet
diplomats and politicians mentioned in the album, as well as information about the establishment
of diplomatic relations with foreign countries in the period under review and a list of archival
documents used with their reference codes.

The compilers are grateful to the State Archive of the Russian Federation for the copy of Executive
Order of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet No 255/742 dated 5 November 1945.

The album was prepared by staff members of the Foreign Ministry’s Department of History and
Records Nadezhda Barinova, Marina Kravchenko, Mikhail Rossiysky and Artyom Rudnitsky.

On 22 June 1941 in a radio broadcast British Prime Minister Winston Churchill declared: “Any
man or state who fights against Nazism will have our aid”. On 27 June British military and
economic missions arrived in Moscow and an Agreement for Joint Action in the War against
Germany was signed on 12 July. The treaty provided for both parties “to render each other
assistance and support of all kinds in the present war” and “neither negotiate nor conclude an
armistice or treaty of peace except by mutual agreement”.

The Agreement was signed by Vyacheslav Molotov and British Ambassador to the USSR
Stafford Cripps.

Although the Agreement was a rather a framework one it was the foundation of allied
relations between the USSR and Great Britain, and one of the cornerstones of the Anti-Hitler
Coalition.
